The spiritual leaders of America’s Armenian Apostolic,
Catholic, and Evangelical faithful have joined forces in a
powerful public warning to President Biden that forcing
Artsakh under Azerbaijan is a “death sentence for the
Armenians of this sacred land, home to 120,000 men,
women, and children.”

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Senators Padilla and Rubio Launch Bi-Partisan Bill
Condemning Azerbaijan’s Artsakh Blockade;
Demanding Aliyev Sanctions

Senators Alex Padilla (D-CA) and Marco Rubio (R-FL)
teamed up to introduce Anti-Blockade legislation today,
backed by the Armenian National Committee of America
(ANCA), and supported by a wide array of American civil
society coalition partners, increasing U.S. pressure on
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Azerbaijan to end its nearly six-month long blockade of
120,000 Christian Armenians in their indigenous Artsakh
homeland.

The measure is similar to H.Res.108, a bipartisan
resolution spearheaded by Congressional Armenian
Caucus co-Chair Frank Pallone (D-NJ) and the
Armenian Caucus leadership, which currently has 88
COSpoNsors.

The Senate introduction — which is supported by Senate
Foreign Relations Committee Chairman Robert
Menendez (D-NJ), who is an original cosponsor of the
measure — is timed with the next round of U.S.-mediated
Azerbaijan-Armenia peace talks, scheduled as early as
next week in Washington DC.

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MEPs hold Josep Borrell accountable for EU’s policy
concerning Azerbaijan’s aggression

Brussels, June 13, 2023 — Today during the question
time of the Plenary session of the European Parliament
in Strasbourg an exchange of views was held between
Members of the European Parliament and the EU High
Representative Josep Borrell/\VVP. The MEPs addressed
critical questions to the EU HR on the blockade
imposed by Azerbaijan on the native Armenian
population of Nagorno Karabakh/Artsakh and the EU’s
policy in this regard.

The majority of the MEPs who took the floor reiterated
the necessity for a stronger EU position against the
Azerbaijani aggression and condemned the ethnic cleansing policy of Azerbaijan.

MEPs condemned the inactivity of the EU leadership regarding the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict and the
efficiency of the current EU mission in Armenia. MEPs called on the EU leadership to use its leverage to lift the
blockade of the Lachin Corridor, which has resulted in a humanitarian crisis. Furthermore, MEPs called to
sanction Azerbaijan, which does not respect any of the agreements or the order of the ICJ, saying that the EU
executive seems unable to properly condemn this very serious violation of the fundamental rights of the people
of Nagorno-Karabakh.

Elaborating on the session, the EAFJD President Kaspar Karampetian said, “ Because of the pressure
exercised by the MEPs, Josep Borrell stated that he would pass the request to EU Ministers concerning the
necessity to impose sanctions on Azerbaijan if it continues the blockade.”

The Lachin Corridor, a vital lifeline connecting
Nagorno-Karabakh/Artsakh with the Republic of
The Foreign Affairs Committee of the Flemish Parliament of Armenia, has been subject to a blockade by Azerbaijan.
e il This blockade has caused a humanitarian crisis for the
native Armenian population of Nagorno-
Karabakh/Artsakh and hindered their access to essential supplies, humanitarian aid, and economic
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opportunities. The Flemish Parliament recognizes the urgency of this issue and urges Azerbaijan to
immediately lift the blockade, ensuring the free flow of goods, services, and individuals through the corridor.
Furthermore, the resolution highlights the need for the immediate withdrawal of Azerbaijani forces from the
sovereign territory of Armenia. It emphasizes that the presence of foreign military forces within a sovereign
nation’s borders is a violation of international law and undermines the principles of sovereignty. The resolution
urges the EU to call on Azerbaijan to end its hostile policy against the Armenian people and ensure the rights
and security of the Armenian population of Nagorno-Karabakh which is facing a threat of genocide.

The initiator of the resolution, member of the Flemish Parliament Allessia Claes from the party N-VA
commented:
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
