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“F”: Ambassador Tracy Gets Final Failing ANCA Grade

After more than three years at her diplomatic post, U.S.
Ambassador to Armenia, Lynne Tracy, has received a
final grade of “F” from the Armenian National Committee
of America (ANCA) for her consistently poor
performance across a broad array of diplomatic metrics.
“As | have said previously, the ANCA wants every U.S.
Ambassador to Armenia to be successful,” said ANCA
Chairman Raffi Hamparian. “Sadly, Ambassador Tracy
has compounded her silence during the 44-day war with
reckless disregard for over 90,000 displaced Artsakh
Armenians and Azerbaijan’s ongoing encroachment on
sovereign Armenian territory. Three years into her
tenure as Ambassador to Armenia, Ambassador Tracy
has continued to fail on issue after issue — falling far
short of the most basic professional expectations of a competent American Ambassador to Armenia.”

The ANCA first gave Ambassador Tracy an “F” rating in December 2020, based upon her poor performance in
fifteen different issue areas. In the 18-months since this grade was given, Ambassador Tracy has continued to
fail across multiple metrics, among them the lack of meaningful U.S. aid to Artsakh refugees, playing favorites
among Armenian political forces, further complicating Armenia’s security and regional relationships, and failing
to meaningfully address Azerbaijan’s illegal detention, abuse, and murder of Armenian prisoners of war.

The Republic of Artsakh’s (Nagorno Karabakh) security,
