Government Affairs Director Tereza Yerimyan shared
findings from her recent, three-person ANCA fact-finding
mission to Artsakh in testimony submitted this week to
the U.S. Senate panel drafting the FY23 foreign aid

bill. Yerimyan underscored the longstanding calls for to
end all U.S. military aid to Azerbaijan and the delivery of
an urgently needed $50 million aid package to Artsakh
(Nagorno Karabakh).

“Having recently returned from a fact-finding mission in
Artsakh, | can bear witness to the devastating
humanitarian impact of Azerbaijan’s aggression against
Artsakh’s civilian population,” stated Yerimyan. “As many
as 100,000 Armenians were displaced. Many schools and hospitals, destroyed during the war, remain in ruins.
Countless homes remain uninhabitable. The maternity ward of the state hospital has been rendered completely
unusable. In addition to losing at least 70% of their indigenous lands, the Armenians of Artsakh now live upon a
landscape littered with landmines and, especially, unexploded ordinance, posing a threat to the daily lives of
children and families.”

An overwhelming majority of Americans of Armenian heritage oppose Artsakh being
forced under Azerbaijani rule, according to a recent nationwide Armenian National
Committee of America (ANCA) foreign policy survey.
